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CHINGGIS KHAAN’S MYTH

Much of what we know about Chinggis Khaan's sarty life comes from a
book known as The Secret History of the Mongals, which was composed in
1240, According to this work, “Mongol” is the name of a small nomad clan,
A young man of this clan by the name of Temujin eventually emerged as
head of the Mongols, and was re-named Chinggis Khaan as in
recognition of his new status. In the west he became known by the
Persian spelling of his name, which |s "Chinggis Khaan,"

Chingges conquerad the neighbouring Iribes and gatherad them under his
banner, thus creating Mongolia as a nation. This consolidation is generally
sat at the year 1206, Eventually his termfones expanded westward to the
Danube, and by the time of his death the Mongol Empire had becoma the
largest continuous empire in human histary. His grandson, Khubilai added
China and the Far East, and moved the capital to Beljing.

A hundred vears later the Black Plague ciosed international trade routes,
and eveniually browght about the fragmentation of this great empire. The
Russian and Middle East spheres declared independence, and then the Chinese wing of the empéna was lost to the Ming Chinese, The
Mongols retreated north, from where they had originally come, and maintained nationhood over the vast territory stratching from tha
Great Wall of China to the forests of Siberia, and from Ihe borders of Manchuria on the east to Persia on the West.

Today Chinggis Khaan remains & remarkable national symbaol. His face and his name are often represented and usad on evaryday
items as vared as brand names of wodka and beer, i hotals. His myth is omnipresant throughout the country. Researchers continue 1o
debate over and research the place where Chinggis Khaan was buried.

Mongolian cuthere i based on nomadic life. In earkier days it had hundreds of great works of Buddhist architecture
and arl. Unforiunately, most of these were destroyed  or plundered during the Communist days, Many are now
being resiored or rebuill.

Because of Mongolia's fragile situabon as a culture reemenging from a great destruchon, it is wery waeful for towr

later the Manchus, a dose refatve of e
Mongols, invaded China and overthres the
Ming. Like the Mongols, the Manchus had
adopted the Yelow School of Tibatan
Buddhism, and ware sirongly devoted to
religion
it was during this perod that the greatl
Lama fanbazar mppesred on the
SCENE, AS 8 young man he fraveiad o
Tibet and framed undar the Panchan
Lama, as wed as numarous ofhar
preeminant Tibetan and Mongolian
masters. Later in life he became a great
painter, sculptor, poltician and religous kkader,
Zanbazar successhully negatiated a treaty of friendship wilh the Manchu king,
baszed on mudual raspect and cooparation, and in the spiil of support of the
ellow hat form of Buddhism. From then unil modem
fimes the successive incamations of Zanbazarn, known GRS
as the Bogh Lama, ruled Mongolia. This was the
case until the Eummurrsl1akawern[1?21.mringi
the lifelimea of the Eighth Bogd Lama. .
Many of Zanbazar's sculptures still surviva,
and are regarded as standing among the
greatest warks of arl in the world. Many of
fherm can be seen in the musaums of
Laanbaalar.
In 1686 Zanbazar also imvented an
alphabet calad Soyombo, The firsd
fatter is an idengram symbofzing the
Mongols' freedom and
Independance. In 1924, the Soyombo
Wwas accepled
as the couniry's netional emblem and
is degicted on the national flag

The secand came during the rule of Kublai Khan, who
adopled Chogyal Pakpa, a high lama of the Sakya Schoal, as his
GUFL,

The third wave bagan n the 1570s, when the greal Mongolian
ampanar Allan Khan requested tha famed Téstan monk

Gyaten of Drepung Manashary 1o come and beach in Mangolia. This
monk was regarded a5 being a reincamation of Janraisig, the
Buddha of Compassion, Sonam Gyatse amved in 1578, and Altan
was 50 profoundly impressad by him that he declared him 1o be nat
anly his person gury, but the sprtual preceptar of &ll Mongals. Altan
fhen issued & proclamation io this effect, in which he fransiated the
lama’s |ast nama, "Gyaksa,” or “Dcean.” mto Mongolan. Thus the
name “Dalai Lama,” or “Coaenic Teachar,” was born. A century later
Larma Zanbazar, a drecl descendent of Genghis Khan, unibed
Mongalia under his rue, and cemantad (he Yellow Hal School as tha
natianal religion af the country. The other Tibalan schoals did of
course exist in Mongolia, but the Yellow Hat School remained the
basig of every monastary and templa. By the beginning of the 20th
candury, Mongoka had some T00 monasteries and lemple
complexas, and Buddhism has penefrated indo every froet of
Mongolian culiure.

In $he 1930s Buddhism came under sever atiack from Communism,
Al manasteries were closed, and all but thres completely destroyed.
Most monks or nuns weare iguidated or sent fo labar camps, where
they dind,

In 1870, howewver, Ganden Monastery in Uiaenbagtar was allowed
fo re-apan with a small canfinpand of 100 manks. For tha nedt two
decadas it sarved as the anly funclioning monasiery in the country.
Then in 1981 Erdane fuw, which has baen comverted inflo a museum
in 1341, re-opaned as an acive monasiery, Snce many dozens ol
alhr monastenes and lemplas kave re-emenged and have bagun io
re-establish their sludy and praclice programs, as wed as thed roie of
commanity serice,

THE MONGOLIAN LANGUAGE

Mongolian is an Altaic language
with connections to Turkish.
Thera are mary diffarant
dialects of Mongokan, but the
Khalkha is the main and official
dialect. The tradifional
Mongolian scripl is called
"."aghlmara. and i ol Devanagin
origin. i is writhen vesticaly.

Thus they are somsbimes called “Tha Five Animal People,” because their nemadic
sociaty |= based on the five principal herd animals: horses, camals, bovings, shaap .:rn:l
goats. Mongols also raisa Tibelan yaks, which are usad for producang milk &

The horse is fhe most important of the five animals, for i is the perfect mean

for the larrain. I is sald thal chidren learn bo nde balore leaming 1o walk. To ca hor rse,
Mongols use & polo lasso called “uurga.” This consists of B rope loop at the end of a long
pme Mares are milked, and the ferrmantad milk & the Mongoans' favourile drink. Known as
*girag’, it Is slso dislilled info & sirong alcohol calied "arkhi,” This & typical Mongolian vodka
Airag s offared as a rtual to visitors.
